River Mountains as well as the dramatic Dubois Badlands.

It is said that “Wyoming is the cowboy state, and the land around Dubois is
horse country” With over 4,000 miles of trails and over 830,000 acres to explore,

Dubois, Wyoming, nestled in the picturesque Wind River Valley, is a small
town that embodies the spirit of the American West and is a hidden gem for
outdoor enthusiasts and nature lovers.

River. For those with private aircraft, Dubois has a municipal airport with a 6,100-foot airstrip. For commercial travelers, Jackson Hole Airport (JAC)
is 72 miles west of Dubois and is serviced by major airlines. Depending on the time of year, there are flights from approximately 14 major U.S. cities.

Riverton Regional Airport (RIW) is one hour to the east offering limited daily flights to and from Denver on United Airlines.

Dubois is an uncrowded cowboy town, authentically representing the Old West, with historic buildings, wooden sidewalks, and real cowboy culture.
Though Dubois is a small town, it offers many amenities found in larger communities, including a supermarket and drugstore, museums, several

restaurants, numerous shops, hunting and fishing guide services, a public swimming pool, a library, and a nine-hole golf course. In the summer,

there are a variety of public events, including a rodeo and a chuckwagon dinner every Friday evening. The Wind River runs right through town,

and there are spectacular views in every direction. Despite its small size, Dubois offers a vibrant arts scene with local galleries showcasing works by
talented artists inspired by their surroundings. The annual “Headwaters Arts & Conference Center” brings together artists from across Wyoming

for exhibitions and workshops.

Sheltered by mature trees with views of horse pastures to the north and south, sits the main home of 4,512 sqft, with five bedrooms, three bathrooms,
spacious deck, two-car attached garage, and mature landscaping. The charming 1,096 sqft, two-bedroom, two-bathroom guest house also sits among

mature trees and landscaping with a full kitchen and a thoughtful floor plan.

The Upper Wind River is a free-flowing natural river dominated by cutthroat trout. As the river meanders down the valley, rainbow and brown trout
populations increase, giving anglers the chance to land all three species in one day. Public fishing access points up and down the river offer terrific
options for a variety of water and a change of scenery, while you have your own private water right in your backyard for the exclusive on the fish that call

your section of the Wind River their home.

Nearby Live Water
Nearby tributaries of the Wind River such as Torrey Creek, Wiggins Fork, Bull Lake Creek, Brooks Lake Creek, Warm Springs Creek, and the East Fork
of the Wind River, add new scenery and adventure close to home while fishing for healthy populations of cutthroat, rainbow, brown (and of course, the

infamous golden) trout, and even burbot and ling.

In addition to nearby waters, there are endless angling destinations and opportunities within a short drive from home. These include the renowned rivers
of the Buffalo Fork, the Snake River, the Big Horn, and the Green River, to name a few, as well as many stunning lakes. There are 626 lakes and reservoirs
and 2,057 miles of streams that make up the fishing waters of the Wind River Country.

These include pristine mountain streams rushing beneath towering granite spires, crystal clear lakes, and wide rivers twisting through stunning canyons.
The elusive and stunning golden trout also inhabit the high mountain lakes of Fremont County, one of the few locations in the world where these

treasured fish can be found.
